PCPA Executive Board Meeting

I. Call to Order:  President Miller called the meeting to order at 9:05 am.

II. Roll Call:  J. Schumacher called roll.

III. Approval of the minutes: R. Illsley moved, T. Jones approved minutes from the October 19, 2004.  Motion carried

IV. Treasurer’s Report:  J. Puzucki reported that the checking account balance is $12, 425.15 and the savings account balance is $8, 422.36 with total assets of $20, 847.51 as of 1/23/2004.  M.L. Kennedy asked if there were any more outstanding bills from the conference.  He did not have any outstanding bills that he was aware of.  M.E. Bayuk asked if the ACPA speaker grant came in yet.  He said not at this time but the donation for Chartwells came in.  R. McShane asked if PCPA had plans to invest any of the savings account money.  D. Hilton reminded PCPA is a non-profit organization.  J. Puyzcki said he did look into the interest for the account and he also noted it might be too much work to maintain the books and a stock portfolio.   An invitation was extended to anyone interested in doing some research.  R. McShane moved, R. Illsley seconded the motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  Motion carried.

V. Member At Large Reports:

a. 2-year East:  T. Jones reported he is reviewing the membership roster that ME Bayuk sent for his area.  He will encourage some folks who haven’t paid for membership to consider doing so.  He continues to pursue the transfer counselors group for membership as well.

b. 2-year West:  R. McShane noted she received the membership roster from ML Bayuk for her area.

c. 4-year Public East:  M. Bauman sent a written report to President Miller.  He will not be running for his MAL position again but would like to stay active with the website production.

d. 4-Year Public West:  T. Eicker sent a written report to President Miller.   He’d like to see if other MALs would be interested in meeting outside of the regular board meeting to discuss the MAL work.  R. Illsley isn’t able to meet outside of these meetings but would be interested in keeping in touch with the other MALS via email.  President Miller will follow up with T. Eicker on emailing each other.

e. 4-year Private East:  L. Breisch noted that she has had contact with her constituents to introduce herself and about the upcoming elections.

f. 4-year Private West:  R. Illsley thanked M.E. Bayuk for her constituents list.  It was very helpful in contacting them.  She has called them and is finding updates on jobs, phones, etc.  She has spoken with a colleague from Seton Hill who is the Director of Intercultural Students.  R. Illsley thought a conversation should occur to encourage professionals from that area to join PCPA.  President Miller suggested R. Illsley bring this topic up through the list serve.

VI. Commission Chair Reports:

a. Membership:   M.E. Bayuk reported since October 19, 2003, she’s issued 24 welcome letters to new and renewing members.  PCPA has 202 members and 159 members are on the list serve.  Members with expired memberships were given 2 notices prior to being removed from the list serve.  She has sent out 2 updates to MALs and the Grad Liaison.  She plans to continue to send about 4-5 updates yearly.  R. Lunardini asked if she could do mass emails.  Since she can, he suggested the grad students receive an email at the end of the spring semester reminding them to update their information.  

b. Constituencies:  Due to the absence of M. Mitchell, no report was given.

c. Communications:  C. Strong sent a written report in her absence.  S. Perlis hasn’t received any manuscripts to date so there will be no journal for this year.  M. Bauman has made some changes to the site for the conference and is maintaining it.  L. Bear was interested in the newsletter but has taken a position in NY so C. Strong will continue as the editor.  The upcoming newsletter is Experiential Education.  

d. Development:  J. Steel reported the Keystone’s in the fall were successful.  The east had 8 attendees and the west had 25 attendees (included 8 grad students).  The next Keystone is March 19th and the east will be held at Penn State Lehigh Valley with the west at University of Pittsburgh Johnstown.  The theme is Experiential Learning.  J. Steel will work with M. Bauman on getting everything up on the website shortly.  The publicity will be focused on the website and emails.  R. Illsley suggested that J. Steel give her a blurb that could be passed on to the MALs so everyone is giving the same information out.

VII. Appointed Committee Reports:

a. 2003 Conference:  J. Rossi sent a written report to President Miller.  Our state showcase submission was late and was not considered for this year.  In addition ACPA has rolled the submission deadline back to September.  ACPA said that was to keep all program submissions on the same timeline.

b. Faculty Liaison:  R. Lunardini reported that he spoke with some folks working on the Maryland Student Affairs Career Conference and thinks we should wait and do more research before making a recommendation to ACPA to take on the conference.  He also noted that IUP’s software might delete you from the list serve if a message is undeliverable.  If your mail goes down, let R. Lunardini know so he can check the status.  He also suggested for the next conference to consider special topics caucus during a program timeslot. 

c. NBCC:  T Steiner submitted a written report to President Miller. 

d. POAC:  J. Merkle noted the group is interacting.  This group includes D. Wilson, V. King-Garwood, ML Kennedy, D. Riegelnegg and J. Merkle.  They want the Chief Student Affairs’ Officers breakfast for the conference next year.  It was a positive part of their conference experience.  He noted the mentor/mentee program was great and thinks the program is very positive.

e. Historian:  ML Kennedy reported she is working with ME Bayuk to ensure that any mailings that go out and included in the archives.

f. Grad Student Liaison:  K. Wolfe reported based on conversation at the meeting she would like to consider a brochure written directly for grad students.  It could encourage the Grady Roberts award and the Journal.  It was suggested the brochure be changed so its not confused.  D. Wilson suggested a cover letter attached instead of a new brochure.  D. Hilton noted the website only has 5 programs listed and J. Steel questioned if there were more.  M.E. Bayuk noted the programs listed on the website are based on ACPA’s list.  J. Schumacher suggested if past Grady Roberts Award winner articles aren’t posted on the web site, which should be done so grad students can see what has been submitted in the past.  It was also suggested that we encourage faculty to submit on behalf of the student with the student’s permission or encourage faculty to say to the student the piece should be submitted.  R. Lunardini suggested we consider that the student and person who referred the paper get conference registration covered if the paper wins the award.  She has 4 people interested in the Grad Liaison position.  Kerri wanted to know if posting resumes to website was something the board was interested in doing.  She will pursue this.

VIII. Old Business

a. ACPA Conference 2004/PCPA Reception:  B. Mauro reported he is collecting pictures for a power point presentation during the reception.  He is trying to get a table by the registration tables.  The board had determined new give away items with PCPA logo should be purchased as well as a new banner.  B. Mauro will work on items and pricing and submit to the exec list serve.  The reception has been accepted but the date and time haven’t been forwarded yet.  Once that information is obtained, B. Mauro will have invitations and business cards to distribute.  

b. PCPA Conference 2004:  The site has been decided and it’s the Holiday Inn Harrisburg West.  The dates are October 3-5, 2004.  Developing Professional Communities: Student Affairs in the 20th Century.  R. Illsley suggested MAL meals and theme breakfasts by job function.  T. Jones noted as possible speakers – husband/wife team from Miami of Ohio and new VP of SA at Penn State.  R. Lunardini suggested based on the theme that we build in issues/areas of personal interest to professionals.  Someone from TIAA-Cref, etc. who will present and participate.  T. Jones cautioned on having a specific company coming in and rather we should use someone with experience from our own campuses.  

IX. New Business

a. 2004 Slate of Candidate:  D. Hilton reported the slate.  J. Puzycki moved, R. Illsley seconded to accept the 2004 slate of candidates.  R. Illsley suggested that we contact those who don’t get elected for other areas of involvement.  Motion carried.

b. March Newsletter – Please remember to get submissions in to C. Strong.

c. Student Credit Card Research:  President Miller was approached by a colleague who is researching this topic.  She would like to expand her research.  She’d like to reach out to the CSAO to participate and then the research would be presented to the state.  R. Lunardini suggested including Financial Aid officers.  President Miller will get further details and bring up at the April 16th meeting.

d. Next Meeting is April 16, 2004 at the Conference Site

e. D. Wilson wanted to remind everyone to utilize the listserve and we need to be aware we need more representation of professionals of color on the board and the organization.

f. ME Bayuk brought up the by-laws.  President Miller will speak with ML Kennedy and D. Hilton about the matter.
